TRIP TO WYCHCROFT TUESDAY 9TH JUNE  
 
We will be leaving Bacon’s College at 7.30am prompt on Tuesday 9th June so please arrive early. We will be returning to 
Bacon’s College at approximately 4pm. We will ask your child to text you when we are leaving Wychcroft so you can be at 
school to collect them. If you are not collecting your child, please let us know how they are getting home.

Tea, coffee, and lunch will be provided for this trip to Wychcroft. However, pupils can bring along extra snacks and supplies 
if they wish. There is no requirement for students to wear school uniform; however, I have outlined guidelines of appropriate 
clothing, below.

As this is a long trip, students are required to be at Bacon’s college by 6.45am. We will depart at 7am prompt, so please 
ensure to arrive on time. We anticipate arrival back at Bacon’s college around 5pm.  
 
Suitable clothing and footwear are essential. Please dress appropriately for a full day, outside. The ground is uneven and 
can be slippery. Robust shoes, hats and water are essential. Please bring a raincoat if needed. You must keep all your 
belongings as we move around the estate for the play. Refreshments are not available onsite during the event. So, water 
bottles, and nut-free packed lunches are essential. For students eligible for free school meals, a packed lunch will be 
provided by the school, however, I advise that extra snacks should be brought along and possible a blanket to sit on. Place 
them in a rucksack.
